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2011 has been a banner year for the Chabad Center of Sudbury in many areas of our work as multiple new programs 

and initiatives were successfully carried through and implemented, and existing programs saw continued growth and 

expansion. In addition, despite 2011 being an extremely challenging economic environment we were nevertheless 

able to fund these successful programs and projects thanks to increased generosity from so many individuals and 

families in the community. 

Some Highlights of 2011 include some of the following. 

 Hundreds of Children benefited from our rich array of Jewish Educational and Cultural Programming 

including over 150 at our Annual Model Matzah Bakery. 

 Dozens of adults enjoyed hundreds of hours of lectures and classes in our expanded Adult Education 

Programs enriching themselves and their family with knowledge of our people, culture and its ethics. Our 

Adult Courses are drawing more than 20 participants per course and other classes draw good numbers too. 

 Many hundreds of people were given the opportunity to participate in Mitzvot and Ritual Jewish 

Observances. 

 Large Holiday Events open to the public are held each holiday which draw great crowds. Chanukah drew well 

over 150 participants at the events, Purim drew more than 100, Shavuot drew 70, High Holidays drew 150, 

along with many others. 

 Dozens of Seniors benefited from many hours of visitations and unique holiday programs for seniors and 

their families. 

 Scholarships & Assistance were provided to people when needed for Hebrew School, Camp, Tuition or other 

circumstances. 

 The Jewish Business Network helped connect over dozens of local businessmen and women with each other 

through its monthly business networking events which feature networking and speakers. 

 Many Exciting Women’s Events were held which drew dozens of local women to evenings which featured 

speakers, cooking demos, and socializing.  

 Dozens of families and individual were hosted for exciting Shabbat & Holiday meals 

 Synagogue Services on Holidays and Shabbat attracted many participants 

 Multiple Life Cycle Events and Celebrations were held at the Chabad Center in 2010 including Bar & Bat 

Mitzvah’s and Baby Naming Celebrations. 

 A new Camp Gan Israel Day Camp was launched in Sudbury, and provided 23 children with an amazing 

summer camp experience. 

 Speakers of interest were brought to Sudbury and drew large crowds. One such speaker a Survivor of 

Sobibor spoke to over 150 people in the local Middle School Auditorium. About his story of revolt and 

survival in the Holocaust. 

 Our weekly Hebrew School continues to grow and provide students with enriching and meaningful Judaism 

in a joyful manner.
